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The last three months have flown by. Much time has been spent with our attorney
and our Nicaraguan CPA but we are not complaining. We praise the Lord for
them. Iglesia Comunitaria Punto Norte (North Point Community Church,
Nicaragua) is officially open and operating. Both the
home office in Managua and the Rivas office have
been registered with the Ministry of Interior, Ministry of
Gobernación, Administración de Rentas (DGI-the tax
office) and the Ministerio de Hacienda y Crédito
Publico. We have met with the Minister of Trabajo
(Labor Board), INSS (the Nicaraguan Social Security
Organization) and we are scheduled to enroll all our workers with INSS within the

next two weeks. The accounting and fiscal procedures have been established and the minute book and the first
accounting reports have been filed with the Ministry of Interior. So please lift up a prayer of thanksgiving
because God had allowed us to accomplish so much during the last 90 days.

Our attorney has also begun the long process of filing with Ministry of the Family for a license to reopen the
children’s home. This task is taking longer than we expected as the Ministry is reorganizing and the First Lady of
Nicaragua just started a new initiative called AMOR (LOVE). The goal of this project is to minimize the number of
children in centers for protection that do have families but just simply do not know how to parent them or cannot
afford them. Even though Construyendo Una Mañana Resplandeciente – Building a Brighter Tomorrow Christian
Homes for Children’s focus is providing a family for abandoned or abused children that cannot be returned to their
family we are still impacted by the reorganization and new requirements. Unfortunately, the house we were using
has recently been rented as well. So once we are a bit closer we will begin looking for another house to rent.
Meanwhile, we are starting to look for property that we could build several houses on because a house similar to
what we had is very hard to find.

Manos Amigas Con Los Corazones Para Cristo – Helping Hands with Hearts
for Christ is also moving along slowly but surely. We hired an investigator to
determine the true owner of the property.
We have reported to our attorney and
CPA the cost of improvements made to
the property and the attorney is starting
new negotiations to obtain legal
possession of the property. Meanwhile,
the preschool, the basic reading and
writing afternoon class and sewing
school continue to operate at the facility.
The guards are working very hard on the

garden. They are growing everything they can and the vegetables and fruits
are used to feed their families and the poor in the community.

God has also been truly faithful during this tedious period of time. He sent us supporters to encourage us and
teams to reach out to those around us to share God’s love. We also know that many of you have been praying for
us as we have been able to feel it, especially during the difficult times.

The women of the Boyd family spent
several weeks in our area attending
Spanish school. This gave us time to
fellowship during the evening and visit the
Island of Ometepe on the weekends. We
had the opportunity to visit with Betania,
Julieta and the other children at CICRIN.
We all were surprised to see Marjorie had
returned to Nicaragua and was visiting her
brother Jimmy. The Boyd’s also

reconnected with Alex one of the
young men that formerly was at
CICRIN. Alex is living with a family
now and is working in the fields as
he has dropped out of school after
the 5th grade. They also spent time
at the H3C Community Center and
visited with Jacqueline, Petrona &
Karen. While visiting us in Rivas
they had the opportunity to spend
a little time with Paula and Katalina.
